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Dr. Linda Lee is a leader in primary care teaching and as a family doctor with a passion for excellence and collaborative work in the provision of a Memory Clinic at the Centre for Family Medicine in Kitchener and as the developer of the Ontario College of Family Physicians sponsored program to develop Memory Clinics in primary care.

Dr. Lee is an exceptional inter-professional teacher and advocate for improving primary care of the older patient. Dr. Lee embodies the truly collaborative outlook often shared among those healthcare professionals focused on care of the elderly. Linda is a trailblazer for developing a desperately needed more expert general practitioner perspective in geriatric care.

Dr Lee has developed a deep and personal interest in improving the care of seniors within her own group practice to a new level of passion for spreading the lessons she has learned and exploring the potential within the emerging primary care models to develop high quality care. In addition to developing and then consistently refining a service for an area where she identified a significant need, Linda has developed a model for running a memory clinic in primary care, a method of sharing specialized geriatric knowledge pertinent to the primary care field, and a resource binder collecting best practice into an easily accessible and digested format.
Linda is a pioneer in a field long neglected within even geriatric care. By establishing a sustainable teaching program for the Memory Clinic both at her own organization but for other primary care teams, Linda has ensured a legacy among training physicians and other organizations. The Memory clinic Linda established provides the assessment and management of MCI and dementia by specially-trained family physicians, and Nurse Educators. The program is presently expanding to include home visit assessments, Masters in Social Work students from the University of Waterloo, and a clinical pharmacist.
